Mini,Mini-mini me

This activity should help you to understand scale, even better than you do now.  This project should help you to visualize the meaning of scale used in art, science and math.   
I made a large sheet 3' x 6' (0.91m x 1.83m) with a cm grid.  I have hung the grid at the front of the class and you need to photograph you and your partner in front of the grid.  This will allow you to see your height and width in cm.  

You will use Play-dough to make models of yourselves at a scale between 1:10 and 1:100.  You need to find your scale that will allow you to make your model with the Play-dough you have.  You will submit your models along with a print of your picture so that I can easily see if you have the right dimensions.  Under your picture you need to mathematically prove you have made a version of yourself to scale. 

Example:  If I am 1.70m or 170cm tall and I my model scale is 1:100



1/100 = x/170



x = 1.7cm

I will have to make my model 1.7cm tall.  This isn’t very realistic because it is too small.  I need to adjust my scale then.
