SCALE DRAWING ASSIGNMENT

For this assignment, you will need to obtain a picture from a magazine or the internet.  You will use this picture for your drawing.

Steps for Completing your Scale Drawing:

1. Cut out your picture and glue it on white paper.

2. Using a ruler and pencil, draw a 1 cm x 1 cm grid carefully over top of your picture.  (If the size of your original picture is quite large, you may want to use a 2 cm x 2 cm grid, or if it’s quite small, a 0.5 cm x 0.5 cm grid.)
3. Decide if you wish to enlarge or reduce the size of your original picture.  Construct the appropriate grid on white paper for your drawing, using pencil.
· If you plan to enlarge your picture, you should double or triple the size of your new grid.  (for example, from 1 cm square to 2 cm or 3 cm squares)

· If you plan to reduce your picture, you should use a grid with squares half the size (for example, from 1 cm squares to 0.5 cm squares.)

4. Begin drawing your picture (using pencil) in the new grid at its enlarged or reduced size.  Use the grid squares as guides to make sure your picture is being reproduced accurately.
5. When your drawing is complete, use pencil crayons to colour your scale drawing.  Do not erase the grid lines as they will needed for marking.  (Don’t outline them either, the lighter the better!)

6. Once completed, mount both your original picture and your scale drawing together on coloured paper.  They will be marked and displayed in the classroom.  Don’t forget your name and division!
